Based in Little Rock, Arkansas, United States, Heifer International started with a shipment
of 17 heifers to Puerto Rico in 1944. Since 1944, Heifer International has distributed livestock
such as goats, bees, and water buffalo, along with training and other resources, to 20.7
million families, or more than 105.1 million people in more than 125 countries. Instead of
simply sending cash, donors choose what kind of animal or resources their money will buy.
Once the donations are tallied, the children will then vote for which animals they would like
to contribute. No doubt there will be many options to help these families break the cycle of
poverty - ducks, chicks, rabbits, goats, and more! Stay tuned for an update in our next
newsletter.
